St Joseph’s English
Spelling
Twinkl scheme (Y2-6) 
Year 2 to begin the spelling program after they have completed the Read Write Inc scheme.
All children Y1-6 to be given 10 weekly spellings that are recorded in their spelling records. Staff are to monitor and sign these to ensure children are practising these at home.
Input every Monday using given PowerPoint. Daily practice through word search and handwriting activities. Spelling tests to take place every Friday and teachers to record scores. Certificates given to those who achieve 10/10.
Handwriting 
Daily practice from Letter-join scheme.
Pen licences to be given to children who can demonstrate this in all books consistently.
Grammar
Grammar is taught three times per week using the Nelson Grammar scheme. Knowledge organisers are to be stuck in the back of children’s individual English books.
Reading  
All classes have reading files and children are to be read with individually every week. This is recorded in the file and their reading records.
All children to take their reading book and record home every night. If children have read three times at home in a week they will receive a raffle ticket. Class reading raffles will be drawn at the end of each half term.
20 books to read are displayed in classes and staff are to share as many of these texts with children as they can. 
All classes share a story at the end of they day. 
There is an author of the month shared in the KS2 library.

Reading Comprehension 
All year groups to have a weekly lesson using the Nelson Comprehension scheme.
Writing 
The Write Stuff scheme is used for the sequence of lessons and modelled writing. 
Two pieces per half term are to be published in children’s portfolio book. 
Library
All children will visit the library every week to pick a book of their choice, which they can take home.
Phonics
Read, Write Inc scheme used throughout KS1. Lessons take place every morning.
